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The Civic Precinct is located on Doncaster Road in the area around the 
Manningham Council offices. It will be an integral part of Doncaster Hill - a 
vibrant, active accessible and engaging City heart which has a strong sense 
of place and civic identity.

What can you expect to see in the Civic Precinct?

The Precinct currently includes major civic offices and Doncaster Primary School as well as key historic 
buildings, the Playhouse Theatre, Doncaster and Templestowe Artists’ Society, Schramms Reserve and 
the Doncaster Bowling Club. 

An exciting new Library and Cultural 
Centre will be a major focal point for 
community, cultural, learning and 
information services.

Art Fence wins State Award
In August 2007 Doncaster Hill’s Boulevard and Public 
Art Fence was awarded the Parks and Leisure Australia 
Management Award for Open Space Development in 
the Victoria/Tasmania region and also competed as a 
finalist in the National Parks and Leisure Awards. 

Priority Development Panel 
Earlier this year, the State Government confirmed its 
commitment to Doncaster Hill through the involvement 
of the Priority Development Panel (PDP). The PDP 
is an advisory committee of experts in the fields of 
urban design and architecture, land economics, 
social research, transport planning and engineering. 
It provides independent advice to the Minister for 
Planning on matters referred to it.  

The Panel is currently preparing a report to the Minister 
on recommendations for the future implementation of 
the Doncaster Hill Strategy.

Pedestrian underpass 
upgrade
The new underpass on Doncaster 
Road out the front of the Council offices 
is taking shape, with works already 
commenced. The underpass facelift 
includes new floor and wall treatments 
and innovative lighting to make it a safer, 
more attractive space.  

Place Manager Funding 
Manningham Council’s vision for 
Doncaster Hill is moving forward, with the 
announcement in October 2007 by Minister 
for Planning, The Hon. Justin Madden, of 
$96,128 funding to appoint a Place Manager. 

The Place Manager will drive the 
implementation of the Doncaster Hill 
Strategy, play a key role in advocating for 
additional project funding, and facilitate the 
delivery of infrastructure works, private sector 
development and community engagement 
initiatives. The funding is part of the Creating 
Better Places Program grant allocations.

Saxon Reserve
Residents in the vicinity of Saxon 
Reserve were surveyed in August 2007 
on what they value about the reserve, 
and how they use it. Residents have 
suggested a number of enhancements, 
including additional playground 
equipment and seating, improved 
lighting and landscaping and picnic 
facilities. 

Council is currently preparing a Draft 
Development Plan to provide direction 
for the reserve’s future use. The Plan 
will be based on community feedback 
received to date and is anticipated to be 
completed early in the New Year.
